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What is Approved Status and Why Is It Necessary?

Approved Status is the reward for complete compliace with the New Jersey Shade Tree
and Community Forestry Assistance Act. In order toearn Approved Status under the Act,
municipalities and counties must meet the four requements for Approved Status on a
yearly basis. A municipality or county has the abity to gain or lose Approved Status each
calendar year. The four requirements must be satii®d every year between January &
and December 31 of that year without exception. A new year then tings a fresh
opportunity to meet the requirements regardless ofvhether or not you achieved Approved
Status the prior year.

Reaching and maintaining Approved Status offersynmmefits and opportunities to a
municipality or county. These benefits includdliidy protection from hazardous tree situations
for your municipality or county including its volteers, promotion of training and tree related
educational opportunities, and sets a foundatiothi® proper care and management your tree
resource. Having Approved Status opens the doordinrable Community Stewardship
Incentive Program (CSIP) Grants to assist in ptaplémentation.

Approved Status provides maximum liability proteatunder the Act for your municipality. It

will ensure that if the courts seek informationnfrthe New Jersey Forest Service concerning the
status of your municipality or county under the Awt a case can be made that your
municipality or county is participating in the pragh and in full compliance with the New

Jersey Shade Tree and Community Forestry Assistacice

Your shade tree resource is a resource worthyvafsiment in time and money. Involvement in
the Community Forestry Assistance Act programwahy investment as well. Each
municipality and county in New Jersey is encouratgeget involved with this program, at
whatever pace and scope possible, and work toveaiching and maintaining Approved Status
under the New Jersey Shade Tree and Community tFpressistance Act.

Four Annual Requirements for Approved Status

A current approved Community Forestry Management Planis required for Approved
Status. A Community Forestry Management Plan coxdnge-year period.

It is required under the Act that each municipatitycounty has at leastto CORE
Trained individuals currently participating in the program, one mupaiemployee and
one community volunteer. An elected official will@ify as either a municipal employee
or a community volunteer.

Together, at least two individuals representingryaunicipality or county must accrue a
total ofeight Continuing Education Units (CEUs) annually Any individual can attain
CEUs on behalf of your municipality/county; they nlat have to be CORE trained.
CORE Training does not count toward CEU credits.

An Annual Accomplishment Reportrecords Community Forestry Management Plan
implementation. A complete Annual Accomplishmenp® detailing the previous
year’s accomplishments under the plan, witined Cover Sheetmust be submitted at
the end of each calendar year by Februafy 15



Approved Status for your Initial Year

A municipality or county that is working under amtial Community Forestry Management Plan
will be exempt from the CEU requirement during tingt year of the approved plan. As an
example, a municipality that has never had a Conimy&orestry Management Plan before has
a plan approved in June of 2010. In order for thisicipality to have Approved Status for 2010,
they will need to meet the CORE Trained represemtaequirement, as well as submit a signed
Annual Accomplishment Report on prior to Februaby 2011. Beginning January 1, 2011, this
municipality will be held to all four requiremerftsr Approved Status and will need to begin
gathering eight CEUs divided amongst at least witwdividuals every year after.

Management Plan Timeline

It is required that the Community Forestry Managethidan cover a five-year period. Make
plans to prepare subsequent five-year managemeams pi plenty of time to allow for a smooth
transition to each consecutive five-year managempendd. The municipality or county must be
working under an approved Community Forestry Mansagg Plan in order to comply with the
Act. The five-year cycle of a Community Forestrymdgement Plan relates to the Calendar
year.The year in which the plan is approved is the firsyear under the plan, no matter

what month the plan was approved. This is becausbé Approved Status of the plan is
retroactive to the first of the year. For examplejf a plan is approved in June of 2010, that
plan will expire December 31, 2014. The municipaltis required to have a second five-year
plan approved by the end of 2015 for a seamless traition. For this example, if the
municipality or county gains Approved Status for 2@0, it will be retroactive to January 1,
2010.

Training Requirements if an Individual Leaves Servce

Municipalities or counties that have a CORE Traingaresentative leave service midyear will
have a probationary period lasting until the entheffollowing calendar year to get another
person accredited and meet the two-person acdiedit@quirement. The municipality or
county will still be considered as having Approv&tus and in compliance with the Act while
under the probationary period, as long as the dtiree requirements are met. This means that
CEU'’s will still need to be obtained for that yean Annual Accomplishment Report will have
to be submitted on time, and you will need to haweirrent Community Forestry Management
Plan in place. For example, if a CORE Trained regméative leaves service to a municipality or
county in June of 2010 the municipality or couniyt have until December 31, 2011 to replace
this representative by sending another to a CORithifiig session.



Staying on Track

The Community Forestry Program realizes that tij@irements for Approved Status may be a
lot to keep track of for some municipalities or nties. In an effort to reduce confusion and
encourage compliance with the Act you will receteerespondence from the Community
Forestry Program throughout the calendar yeahdrbeginning of each year, you will receive a
listing of training sessions for CEU credit for tinecoming year. Around the middle of summer,
you will receive a Mid-Year Status report to leuyknow exactly where your program stands in
terms of the four Approved Status requirementseviiiere is still time left in the year to meet
them. The Community Forestry Program sends an Eaal-%tatus report at the end of each year
to report on the status of each municipality orrtguReminders start a year and a half prior to
Community Forestry Management Plan expiration s yaunicipality or county will have time
to apply for a Green Communities Challenge Gramffteet the price of a new plaihe
Community Forestry Program mails all correspondenceo five people: the Mayor or

County Freeholder, the Municipal Clerk, the Primary CORE Volunteer, the Primary

CORE Employee, and the Management Plan Contact.

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7. The Management Plan Review Committee will then meoend for approval or
disapproval by the Community Forestry Council, #mel Council will then make a
recommendation to the State Forester.

Plans approved by the State Forester will be sigmeddated. The municipality
or county will be notified and sent a copy of tippeoved Community Forestry
Management Plan.

If the plan does not meet the guidelines, it wdlreturned to the municipality or
county along with a "request for amendments"” leftee Community Forestry
Program will prepare the letter incorporating tbenments and recommendations
of the New Jersey Community Forestry Council Mamagyet Plan Review
Committee.

If you have support
from the residents, support from the municipal goweent will follow. Besides, what good

is a new planting if the trees are destroyed bylaism, neglect, or improper care?
Remember that the purpose of the management ptanrisrease tree activities, and to show
that the resource is worthy of investment.

Do not feel restricted in your planning by yourreunt budget. While it is true that you
should constantly work to improve your own budget) can plan based on the hope that
you will receive the CSIP grant to implement yolarp Be realistic, but hopeful. Think of
the CSIP Grant program as your "wish list", if ywad this money to spend, how would you
spend it?

Perhaps you were able to get the whole inventongedast year and you are now ready to
include it in your daily maintenance responsibégi Whatever your next task is, explain in
detail how you will accomplish it, and who will tesponsible. This section should read like an
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instruction manual for the five years of this masagnt plan. It should be a tool for your
organization to use, to structure your meetings k@elp you on track with your goals. Keep in
mind that you may have people leaving, and newlpgojming, your organization over the next
five years. The more detail there is in this setctthe easier it will be for a new member to
follow.

Year 3, 2012

Continue down your list of priorities, what is thmin goal for this year? Remember that
everything in this section must reflect your gaaisl objectives from section 2, as well as
address the four basic elements of the Managemant FPerhaps it is now time to start on a
town-wide maintenance project, like organizing year pruning cycle. You could spend this
year dividing the town into maintenance zones,rjirzing these work areas and completing
work in the first zone. This may require coopemativith other town agencies as well as private
contractors, and these meetings should be planorearf the timeline. Remember to keep
including the smaller projects (such as the newspaypticles) that you will complete over the
course of the year, as well as the every-year ptejeKeep these on the timeline so they are not
forgotten or overlooked.

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The Training Skills and Accreditation Program watablished under the New Jersey Shade
Tree and Community Forestry Assistance Act, whiels wassed on December 5, 1996.

In addition to establishing an official Communitgrestry Council, the Act enables New Jersey's
communities to reduce or eliminate their exposangigation due to the drastic decline and

poor condition of the community tree resource. Bbasis for this protection is municipal or
county participation in the state's Training Skalsd Accreditation Program, and a state-
approved Community Forestry Management Plan.

CORE Training

CORE Training is designed to familiarize individsialith the background of Community
Forestry and Shade Tree Commissions, the legat&spkmanaging trees and the recognition
of hazardous tree situations. CORE Training iscuirement for municipalities and counties to
gain Approved Status under the New Jersey Shadeali@ Community Forestry Assistance
Act. CORE TRAINING DOES NOT RECEIVE CEU CREDIT

CORE Training programs will accredit the individsiattending the program. If an individual
moves out of a municipality or county, the accratiin status goes with them and a replacement
will need to be trained.

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CHAPTER 135

AN AcCT establishing a New Jersey Shade Tree and Commiaoigstry Program, providing for
the issuance of certain license plates dedicatetieécsupport and funding of the program,
supplementing Title 13 and chapter 3 of Title 3%haf Revised Statutes and chapter 4 of Title
59 of the New Jersey Statutes, and amending R&4Gt and P.L.1958, c.41.

BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the Statewflersey:

C.13:1L-17.1 Short title.

1. Sections 1 through 9 of this act shall bevkm and may be cited as the "New Jersey Shade
Tree and Community Forestry Assistance Act.”

C.13:1L-17.2 Findings, declarations relative todghtiees, forests in communities.

2. The Legislature finds and declares that shiegbs and forests are a necessary and important
part of community and urban environments, and aitecal to the environmental, social and
economic welfare of the State; that the abilityaffcounty and municipal governments to care
for and manage their shade trees could be enhahomagh technical and financial assistance
from a State community forestry program; that logalernments have experienced recurring
and damaging exposure to litigation due to thetoraecline and poor condition of the State's
community tree resource; that properly planned amplemented local community forestry
programs can provide the necessary basis for [pmatrnments to reduce or eliminate liability
associated with local tree care programs and stradecommissions; and that the viability of
county and municipal shade tree commissions isnéas¢o the preservation and enhancement
of the State's community tree resource.

The Legislature therefore determines that &gpropriate for the State to encourage, promote
and assist in the establishment, retention andre@maent of shade tree and community forestry
programs by local governments; and that it is &itgr fitting and proper to establish a shade
tree and community forest preservation licenseepléthe revenues from which would be
dedicated to the support of a State community forggogram.

a. Assist local governments and shade tree dssions in establishing and maintaining
community forestry programs and in encouraging@es4o engage in appropriate and approved
practices with respect to tree management and care;

b. Advise local governments and shade tree desioms in the development and coordination
of policies, programs and activities for the promoetof community forestry;

c. Provide grants to local governments and shegk commissions applying for assistance in
the development and implementation of a comprekiensommunity forestry plan approved
pursuant to section 7 of P.L.1996, ¢.135 (C. 13L7L7), to the extent monies are appropriated or
otherwise made available therefor;

C.13:1L-17.6 Duties of State Forester.

6. The State Forester, with the advice andsts®ie of the council, shall establish minimum
standards, and provide a training skills and actaeon program, for representatives of local
governments and shade tree commissions, the cootemhich shall be the appropriate and
approved methods for the planting, protection, Garé management of trees and other related
natural resources under their control.

Interest or other income earnedanies deposited in the fund, and any monies
which may be appropriated or otherwise become abiailfor the purposes of the fund, shall be
credited to and deposited in the fund for use afosth in P.L.1996, ¢.135 (C.13:1L-17.1 et al.).

b. The Division of Parks and Forestry in thepB#ment of Environmental Protection shall
administer the fund and the distribution of grgmissuant to this section.

P.L.1968, c.410 (C.52:14B-1 et seq.), establisHifipetions for determining grant eligibility,
criteria for ranking grant applications, and staddaand authorized purposes for the use of such
grants.

C.39:3-27.82 Reimbursement to Division of Motor \6ids.

13. a. Prior to the deposit of license platesfeollected pursuant to section 11 of P.L.1996,
€.135 (C.39:3-27.80) into the fund, amounts theesoare necessary shall be used to reimburse
the Division of Motor Vehicles for all costs reastiy and actually incurred, as stipulated by the
director, for:

(1) producing, issuing, renewing, and publiogzthe availability of shade tree and community
forest preservation license plates; and

(2) any initial computer programming changeat thhay be necessary to implement the shade
tree and community forest preservation licenseepfbgram established by P.L.1996, c.135
(C.39:3-27.79 et al.).

b. The Director of the Division of Motor Vehed shall annually certify to the Commissioner
of Environmental Protection the average cost pegnke plate incurred in the immediately
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preceding year by the Division of Motor Vehicles producing, issuing, renewing, and
publicizing the availability of shade tree and coomity forest preservation license plates. The
annual certification of the average cost per lieepgte shall be approved by the Joint Budget
Oversight Committee, or its successor.

b. The existence of a municipal shade tree cission established pursuant to R.S.40:64-1 et
seq. or a county shade tree commission establigheshant to R.S.40:37-1 et seq., or the fact
that a municipality or county has otherwise prodider the regulation, planting, care, control, or
maintenance of trees or shrubs within its jurisditt shall not be cause to immunize a private
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person from liability for an injury caused directly indirectly by a tree or shrub, or any part
thereof, who otherwise would be liable for thatimy;
