TRAIL SENSE AND SAFETY
Be alert, be careful: Parks include natural hazards 
such as ticks and poison ivy. Horses and bicycles 
must stay on designated trails or roads; hikers are 
encouraged to stay on trails. Kayakers, fishermen, 
clammers, etc., must adhere to basic water safety 
guidelines. Be aware of changing trail conditions. 

Be respectful: Please keep off the dunes as they are 
critical to the ecology of this area and are sensitive to 
human impacts. Do not feed or harass wildlife. 

Pets: Pets must always be on a leash no longer than 
six feet in length and under the control of the owner 
at all times. Pets are not permitted on Tidal Pond or 
Spizzle Creek Trails. Pets are not permitted on the 
beach in swim areas during swimming season or near 
posted beach-nesting bird areas.

Tick Protection: Wear insect repellent, wear light-
colored clothing, tuck pants into socks, stay on 
trails, check yourself thoroughly, shower and launder 
clothes immediately.
